General safety

Is the interior of the refrigerator dry and
can the air circulate freely in the rear of it?

Please install the 2 plastic wedges as
ilustrated in the figure. Plastic wedges will
provide the required distance between
your refrigerator and the wall in order to
allow the air circulation. (The illustrated
figure is only an example and does not
match exactly with your product.)

6. Front edges of the refrigerator may
feel warm. This is normal. These areas
are designed to be warm to avoid
condensation.

Changing the illumination

4. Place your refrigerator on an even floor
surface to prevent jolts.

5. Do not keep your refrigerator in ambient
temperatures under 10°C.

Adjusting the legs

If your refrigerator is unbalanced;

You can balance your refrigerator by
turning the front legs of it as illustrated in
the figure. The corner where the leg exists
is lowered when you turn in the direction
of black arrow and raised when you turn
in the opposite direction. Taking help from
someone to slightly lift the refrigerator will
facilitate this process.

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n Preparation

Your refrigerator should be installed at
least 30 cm away from heat sources such
as hobs, ovens, central heater and stoves
and at least 5 cm away from electrical
ovens and should not be located under
direct sunlight.

e The ambient temperature of the room
where you install your refrigerator
should at least be 10°C. Operating your
refrigerator under cooler conditions is not
recommended with regard to its efficiency.

To stop ice formation, press Icematic on-
off button for 3 seconds. Water flow from
water tank will stop when this function is
selected. However, ice made previously can
be taken from the Icematic.

2. Fridge Compartment Setting Button

This function allows you to make the
fridge compartment temperature setting.
Press this button to set the temperature
of the fridge compartment to 8, 6, 4, 2

respectively.
3. Error Status Indicator
If your refrigerator does not cool

adequately or if there is a sensor failure,
this indicator will be activated. When this
indicator is active, Freezer Compartment
Temperature indicator will display "E" and
Fridge Compartment Temperature Indicator
will display numbers such as "1,2,3...".

Press the relevant button again to
deactivate this function.

6. Eco Extra/Vacation Button

Press this button briefly to activate the Eco
Extra function.

7. Vacation Function Indicator

Indicates that the vacation function is
active.

This icon flashes in an animated style

Door Open Warning

(This feature may vary depending
on the door of the product and may
not exist in some models.)

A audio warning signal will be given when
the door of your product is left open for at
least 1 minute. This warning will be muted
when the door is closed or any of the display
buttons (if any) are pressed.
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Freezing fresh food

Wrap or cover the food before placing
them in the refrigerator.

Hot food must cool down to the room
temperature before putting them in the

refrigerator.

The foodstuff that you want to freeze must
be fresh and in good quality.

Foodstuff must be divided into portions
according to the family’s daily or meal
based consumption needs.

The foodstuff must be packaged in an
airtight manner to prevent them from
drying even if they are going to be kept for

a short time.

Materials to be used for packaging

must be tear-proof and resistant to cold,
humidity, odor, oils and acids and they
must also be airtight. Moreover, they
must be well closed and they must be
made from easy-to-use materials that are
suitable for deep freeze usage.

Frozen food must be used immediately
after they are thawed and they should
never be re-frozen.

Please observe the following instructions
to obtain the best resullts.

Do not freeze too large quantities of food
at one time. The quality of the food is best
preserved when it is frozen right through
to the core as quickly as possible.

Placing warm food into the freezer
compartment causes the cooling system
to operate continuously until the food is
frozen solid.

Take special care not to mix already frozen
food and fresh food.

It is possible to keep the food for a long
time only at -18°C or lower temperatures.

You can keep the freshness of food
for many months (at -18°C or lower
temperatures in the deep freeze).

e Foodstuff must be divided into portions
according to the family’s daily or meal based
consumption needs.

Materials to be used for packaging the
foodstuff must be tear-proof and resistant
to cold, humidity, odor, oils and acids.

Foodstuff to be frozen should not be
allowed to come in contact with the
previously frozen items to prevent their
partial thawing.

Frozen food must be used immediately
after they are thawed and they should never
be re-frozen.
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Moisture controlled
vegetable bin

*optional

With moisture control feature, moisture
rates of vegetables and fruits are kept under
control and ensures a longer freshness
period for foods.

[t is recommended to store leafed
vegetables such as lettuce and spinach and
similar vegetables prone to moisture loss
not on their roots but in horizontal position
into the vegetable bin as much as possible.

When placing the vegetables, place heavy
and hard vegetables at the bottom and
light and soft ones on the top, taking into
account the specific weights of vegetables.

Do not leave vegetables in the vegetable
bin in plastic bags. Leaving them in plastic
bags causes vegetables to rot in a short
time. In situations where contact with other
vegetables is not preferred, use packaging
materials such as paper that has a certain
porosity in terms of hygiene.

Do not put fruits that have a high ethylene
gas production such as pear, apricot,
peach and particularly apple in the same
vegetable bin with other vegetables and
fruits. The ethylene gas coming out of these
fruits might cause other vegetables and
fruits to mature faster and rot in a shorter
period of time.
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Description and cleaning of
odor filter:

Odor filter prevents unpleasant odor build-
up in your refrigerator.

Pull the cover, into which the odor filter
is installed, downwards and remove as
illustrated. Leave the filter under sunlight
for one day. Filter will be cleaned during this
time. Install the filter back to its place.

Odor filter must be cleaned once in a year.
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Snack compartments

Use these compartments for your food
which you want store at a temperature a
few degrees below the fridge compartment.

You can increase the inner volume of your
refrigerator by removing any of the snack
compartments.

1. Pull the compartment towards yourself
until it rests and stops against the stopper.

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Water Dispenser

(in some models)

Water dispenser is a very useful feature
based on reaching cold water without
opening the door of your refrigerator. As you
will not have to open your refrigerator door
frequently, you will have saved energy.

Using the water spring

Push the arm of the water dispenser
with your glass. The dispenser will cease
operating once you release the arm.

When operating the water dispenser,
maximum flow can be obtained by pressing
the arm fully. Please remember that the
amount of flow from the dispenser is subject
to the degree you press the arm.

As the level of the water in your glass/
container rises, slightly lessen the pressure
on the arm to prevent the overspill. If you
slightly press the arm, the water will drop;

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Filling the water dispenser water tank
