* The dryer can be used by children at and above 8
years old and by persons whose physical, sensory or
mental capabilities were not fully developed or who
lack experience and knowledge provided that they are
supervised or trained on the safe usage of the product
and the risks it brings out. Children should not play with
the product. Cleaning and maintenance works should not
be performed by children unless they are supervised by
someone.

* Children of less than 3 years should be kept away unless
continously supervised.

* Adjustable feet should not be removed. The gap between
the dryer and the floor should not be reduced with
materials such as carpet, wood and tape. This will cause
problems with the dryer.

* Always have the installation and repairing procedures
carried out by the Authorized Service.

1.1.1 Electrical safety

Electrical safety instructions should be followed
while electrical connection is made during the
installation.

The appliance must not be supplied through an
external switching device, such as a timer,or
connected to a circuit thatis regularly switched on
and off by utility.

» Connect the dryer to a grounded outlet protected by a
fuse at the value specified on the type label. Have the
grounding installation performed by a qualified electrician.
Our company shall not be liable for any damages that
will arise when the dryer is used without grounding in
accordance with the local regulations.

* The voltage and allowed fuse protection is stated on the
type label plate.

» The voltage specified on the type label must be equal to
your mains voltage.

*Unplug the dryer when it is not in use.

* Unplug the dryer from the mains during installation,
maintenance, cleaning and repair works.

* Do not touch the plug with wet hands! Never unplug by
pulling on the cable, always pull out by grabbing the plug.

* Do not use extension cords, multi-plugs or adaptors to
connect the dryer to power supply in order to decrease the
risk of fire and electric shock.

* Power cable plug must be easily accessible after
installation.

Damaged mains cable should be changed notifying
the Authorized Service.

If the dryeris faulty, it must not be operated unless
it is repaired by an authorized service agent!

1.1.2 Product safety

Superheating of the clothes inside of the dryer can
occur if you cancel the programme or in the event

of a power failure whilst the dryer is running, this
concentration of heat can cause self-combustion and
fire so always activate the ventilation programme

to cool down or quickly remove all laundry from the
dryerin order to hang them up and dissipate the
heat.

Points to be taken into consideration for fire
hazard:

Below specified laundry or items must not be dried in
the dryer considering fire hazard.

* Unwashed laundry items

* [tems soiled with oil, acetone, alcohol, fuel oil,
kerosene, stain removers, turpentine, paraffin or
paraffin removers must be washed in hot water
with plenty of detergent before being dried in the
dryer.

For this reason especially the items containing the

above specified stains must be washed very well, to

do this use adequate detergent and choose a high
washing temperature.

Below specified laundry or items must not be
dried in the dryer due to the fire hazard:

 Garments or pillows bolstered with rubber foam
(latex foam), shower bonnets, water resistant
textiles, materials with rubber reinforcement and
rubber foam pads.

* Clothing cleaned with industrial chemicals.

ltems such as lighter, match, coins, metal parts,
needle etc. may damage the drum set or may lead to
functional problems. Therefore check all the laundry
that you will load into your dryer.

Never stop your dryer before the programme
completes. If you must do this, remove all laundry
quickly and lay them out to dissipate the heat.

Clothes that are washed inadequately may ignite on
their own and even may ignite after drying ends.

* You must provide enough ventilation in order to prevent
gases exiting from devices operating with other types of
fuels including the naked flame from accumulating in the
room due to the back fire effect.

Underwear that contains metal reinforcements
A should not be dried in the dryer. Dryer may be

damaged if metal reinforcements come loose and

break off during drying.

Use softeners and similar products in accordance
G] with the instructions of their manufacturers.

Always clean the lint filter before or after each
m loading. Never operate the dryer without the lint

filter installed.

*Never attempt to repair the dryer by yourself. Do not
perform any repair or replacement procedures on the
product even if you know or have the ability to perform
the required procedure unless it is clearly suggested in the
operating instructions or the published service manual.

1.2 Mounting over a washing machine

Before the calling the nearest Authorized
Service for the installation of the dryer, en-
sure that electrical installation and water
drain is appropriate referring to the user's
manual. (See 3.3 Connecting to the drain

3.2 Removing the
transportation safety
assembly

Remove the transportation safet
assembly before using the dryer for
the first time.

Open the loading door.

There is a nylon bag inside the drum that
contains a piece of styrofoam. Hold it
from its section marked with XX XX.

«  Pullthe nylon towards yourself and
remove the transportation safety
assembly.

Check that no part of the trans-
portation safety assembly remains
inside the drum.

3.3 Connecting to the drain
In products equipped with condenser unit,
water accumulates in the water tank during
the drying cycle. You should drain accumu-
lated water after each drying cycle.
You can directly drain accumulated water
through the water drain hose supplied with
the product instead of periodically draining
the water collected in the water tank.
Connecting the water drain hose
1-2 Pull hose at the behind of the dryer
by hand in order to disconnect it from
where itis connected. Do not use any
tools to remove the hose.

3 Connectone end of the drain hose
supplied with the dryer to the
connection point from where you
removed the hose of the product in
previous step.

Connect the other end of the drain hose
directly to the wastewater drain or to
the washbasin.

Hose connection should be made in
a safe manner. Your drain house will
be flooded if the hose comes out of
its housing during water discharge.

Water drain hose should be at-
tached to a height of maximum 80
cm.

Make sure that the water drain
hose is not stepped on and it is not
folded between the drain and the
machine.

In order to ensure that the dryer
operates more silently and vibration-
free, it must stand level and balanced
on its feet. Balance the machine by
adjusting the feet.

3.7 Warnings about sounds

Itis normal to hear a metallic noise
from the compressor sometimes
during operation.

3.6 Transportation of the dryer
Unplug the dryer before transporting it.

Drain all water that has remained in the dryer.
If direct water drain connection is made, then
remove the hose connections.

3.8 Changing the illumination

lamp

In case anillumination lamp is used in your
laundry dryer.To change the Bulb/LED used
for illumination of your tumble dryer, call your
Authorized Service.

The lamp(s) used in this appliance is not suit-
able for household room illumination. The
intended purpose of this lamp is to assist the
user to place laundry in the tumble dryerina
comfortable way. The lamps used in this ap-
pliance have to withstand extreme physical
conditions such as vibrations and tempera-
tures above 50 °C

4.2 Laundry not suitable for
dryingin the dryer

Delicate embroidered fabrics,
woollen, silk garments, delicate
and valuable fabrics, airtight
items and tulle curtains are not
suitable for machine drying.

4.3 Preparing laundry for

drying

Laundry may be tangled with each other

after washing. Separate the laundry
items before placing them into the dryer.
»  Drygarments having metal accessories
such as zippers, inside out.
» Fasten the zippers, hooks and buckles
and button sheets.

4.4 Things to be done for

energy saving
Following information will help you use the
dryerin an ecological and energy-efficient

» Spinyour laundry at the highest speed
possible when washing them. Thus, the
drying time is shortened and energy

consumption is reduced.
» Sortoutthe laundry depending on their
type and thickness. Dry the same type
of laundry together. For example thin

Place laundry inside the machine.

Press the On/Off button.

When your machine turns on for the first
time, it turns on with the declaration
(cotton cabinet dryness) programme.

Pressing the On/Off button
doesn't mean the programme
starts.

5.5 Main programmes

The main programmes are given below based
on fabric type.

Dry durable laundry with this programme. It
dries in normal temperature. Recommended
for use with your cotton laundry (sheets, bed
covers, towels, bathrobes etc.)

e Synthetic

Dry laundry that is not very durable with this
programme. Recommended for use with your
synthetic laundry.

5.6 Extra programmes

Extra programmes may vary
according to the specifications of
your machine.

Use to dry jeans that are wringed with high
rpm in washing machine.

e Sport

Use to dry laundry made from synthetic, cot-
ton or mixed fabrics.

e Express

You can use this programme to dry cotton
laundry that you had wringed in high rpm in
your washing machine. It dries 1 kg of your
Cotton laundry (3 shirts / 3 T-shirts) in 45
minutes.

e Daily

Programme for daily drying of cotton and
synthetic laundry and lasts 90 minutes.

e Shirts

Dries shirts more delicately and thus causes
less wrinkles for easy ironing.

e Babyprotect
Programme used for baby clothing with can
be dried approval on the label.

Very little dampness might
remain on the shirts after the
programme. It is recommended

You can dry your delicates suitable for dry-
ing or laundry that is recommended to hand
wash (silk blouses, thin underwear etc.) in low
temperature.

Itis recommended to dry your

It only performs ventilation for 10 minutes
without blowing hot air. You can ventilate the
cotton and linen clothing that has remained
closed for a long duration and remove their
odor.

e Timed programmes

You can select the 30 mins and 45 mins time
programmes to achieve the desired final dry-
ing level with low temperature.

On this programme, the machine
dries as long as the set duration,
regardless of the drying level.

5.8 Auxiliary functions

Sound warning cancel

Drying machine makes sound warnings when
the programme is completed. If you don't
want sound notifications, press the “Sound
Notification” button.

When you press the sound notification but-
ton it lights up, and programme does not
make sound notifications when completed.

You can select this function
before or after the programme
starts.

5.9 Warning symbols

Warning symbols may vary
according to the specifications of
your machine.

Fiber filter cleaning

When the programme is completed, a warn-
ing led lights up, which indicates that the
filter has to be cleaned.

If the filter cleaning led blinks, see
the , Troubleshooting” chapter.

Water tank

When the programme is completed, a warn-
ing led lights up, which indicates that the
water tank must be emptied.

If the water tank fills up while the pro-
gramme is running, warning led starts blink-
ing and the machine goes into stand-by. In
that case empty the water in the water tank
and start the programme by pressing the
Start / Pause button. Warning led turns off
and the programme resumes.

Loading door open
Start/Pause led blinks when the loading door
of the drying machine is open.

5.10 End duration

You can delay the end duration of the pro-

gramme for up to 24 hours with the end du-

ration function.

1. Open the loading door and place your
laundry.

2. Select the drying programme.

3. Press the end duration selection button
and set the delay duration you want.
End duration led lights up. (End duration
moves continuously when you keep
pressing the button).

4. Press the Start/ Pause button. End
duration countdown begins. The “"
sign in the middle of the displayed delay
duration blinks.

You can add or remove laundry
for the duration of the end
duration. The duration displayed
on the screen is the sum of the
normal drying duration and the
end duration. At the end of the
countdown the end duration

led turns off, drying beings and
drying led lights up.

Changing the end duration

If you want to change the duration during

the countdown:

1. Cancel the programme by pressing
the On/Off button. Turn on the drying
machine again by pressing the On/Off
button. When your drying machine turns
on for the first time, it turns on with the
declaration (cotton wardrobe dryness)
programme.
